Though her most recent years were marked by declining health, Sister Lorraine still
emanated the joy of the Lord. In 2022, Sister Lorraine took up residence at St. Joseph
Hall at Villa Walsh in Morristown, New Jersey.

She is survived by her fellow Religious Teachers Filippini, the many people she impacted
through her life of generous service, and friends.
